Offensive Player of the Week
Kali Barrett (North Attleboro, Mass.), Junior, Forward, Framingham State College
Barrett led Framingham State to a 3-0 mark this past week with six goals for 12 points. The junior forward from North Attleboro, Mass. netted a pair of goals in each match to raise her season total to the third best in the conference with nine markers. She was credited with the decisive goals against Simmons College and Eastern Connecticut State University.
