Men’s and Women’s Basketball MASCAC Scouting and DVD Exchange Policy
1. There shall be no exchange of DVD (video) or information outside the Conference on 
MASCAC Teams.
2. Each team may request (within Conference) any 2 DVD’s of a MASCAC opponent throughout the season.
a.  Requests for a DVD must be made in writing at least three weeks prior to the date that the DVD is needed.  A copy of the request must go to the College's Director of Athletics as well.
b. No scrimmages or exhibitions can be requested.
c. Each College is responsible to mail the requested DVD to the appropriate College within 3 days of the filmed contest (sent by regular mail). Should the request require any added costs, those costs shall be the responsibility of the institution making the request (if requests require overnight mailing expenses, the requesting institution will assume those expenses).
3.  Copied DVDs must be made at standard play speed on a high quality DVD and 
include sound. Suggested filming guidelines are:
a. Use tripod camera and pan entire court.
b. Use audio at all times.
c. Start filming with announcer line-ups.
d. Whenever the ball is put into play from a dead ball situation, pan the entire court including all 10 players.
e. As play resumes in the half court, pan the half court area including all 10 players.
f. Film all free throw situations in entirety.
g. As official calls for play to resume, film all out of bounds/inbounds situations in entirety including all 10 players.
h. Show scoreboard at the start of each half, each timeout and any extended dead ball situation (injury, etc).
4.  All reasonable means should be employed to meet requests.  Problems should 
be discussed immediately between the involved parties.
5. All DVD exchange issues must be presented in writing to the Commissioner within ten days of the incident.

Men’s and Women’s Basketball MASCAC Game Recording Policy
The host institution of a MASCAC contest will provide a complete copy of the game film to the visiting College upon completion of the contest.  Filming of the contest will follow the guidelines set forth section three of the MASCAC Scouting and DVD Exchange Policy.
